As Head of Research Activities[footnoteRef:1] and within the limits of the allocation of security obligations provided for by law, [1:  Ministerial Decree no. 363 of 05/08/1998  "Regulation laying down rules for the identification of the particular needs of universities and higher education institutes for the purposes of the rules contained in Legislative Decree no. 626 of 19 September 1994 and subsequent amendments and additions"
Art.2, paragraph 5. The person responsible for teaching or research activities in the laboratory is the person who, individually or as a group coordinator, carries out teaching or research activities in the laboratory.
Art.5 - Obligations and duties of the person in charge of teaching or research activities in the laboratory:
1. The person in charge of teaching or research activities in the laboratory, in carrying out the same and for the purposes of risk assessment and identification of the consequent prevention and protection measures, collaborates with the prevention and protection service, with the competent doctor and with the other figures provided for by current legislation.
2. At the beginning of each academic year, before starting new activities and on the occasion of significant changes in the organisation of teaching or research, the person in charge of teaching or research activities shall identify all persons exposed to risk.
3. In particular, the person in charge of teaching or research activities, within the limits of his or her powers and competences, must:
(a) take steps to eliminate or minimise risks in relation to knowledge of technical progress, by informing the employer in advance and comprehensively;
b) take action, on the occasion of changes in activities significant for the health and safety of operators, so that the document referred to in paragraph 2, article 4, of Legislative Decree no. 626 of 19 September 1994 (DVR) is updated on the basis of the risk assessment;
c) take preventive and protective measures, before the activities at risk are carried out;
d) take action to supervise the correct application of risk prevention and protection measures;
Art.6 – Training and information
1. Without prejudice to the employer's statutory powers with regard to the training and information of workers, the person responsible for teaching or research activities in the laboratory, within the scope of his or her duties, shall also provide directly, or with the assistance of a qualified collaborator, for the training and information of all exposed persons on the risks and on the prevention and protection measures that must be adopted,  in order to eliminate or reduce them to a minimum in relation to the knowledge of technical progress.
